1. INTRODUCTION

1.2 Senate Under-Graduate Committee (SUGC)

The Senate Undergraduate Committeeis a standing committee of the Senate. Senate
manual prescribes the constitution of SUGC, ana dilse process of election of its
Chairperson who convenes and presides over thengeet

The SUGC has jurisdiction in the following mattec®ncerning the undergraduate
programmes of the institute:

» formal approval of new courses of instruction,

» desirable modifications of courses already apprpved

 credit valuation of courses,

» formal approval of the admission of first year nt$ and others with advance standing,
» conduct of examinations,

» evaluation of academic performanaad

» such other related matters as may be referredoptite Senate.

Functions of the SUGC consist primarily of gengralicy determination, coordination and
review, but, the Senate retains the power of fiesiew and decides such matters as may be
brought before it. In discharging its responsilast the SUGC shall make full use of the
appraisals and recommendations of the various agadkepartments concerned.

The SUGC has two standing sub-committees, na@ehg Curriculum Committee (CCC)
and Academic Performance Evaluation Committee (APE(, and is assisted by the
Departmental Under-Graduate Committees (DUGCs). Thairman Senate appoints the
Chairpersons of both CCC and APEC. These Chairpsrso consultation with the SUGC
Chairperson, form their respective committees «timgj of five faculty members drawn
from amongst the SUGC members. The CCC overseesotieecurriculum, coordinates its
various facets and performs all other relevant tions. The APEC evaluates the academic
performance of the undergraduate students to me&enmmendations regarding (i) their
further programme of studies and (ii) action totéeen by DUGCs in the case of deficient
studentsBoth these committees make their recommendations to the SUGC.

The Department Under-Graduate Committee (DUGC)consists of a Convener (nominated

by the Head of the Department in consultation i faculty of the Department), the Head

of the Department, a minimum of four (4) and a maxin of eight (8) faculty members, and

two student representatives (chosen by undergradatients of the Department) for a one-
year period. The tenure of the faculty members| sleatwo years, half of them retiring each

year. In the first year, lots will be drawn to d#ion the retiring members. The Department
Undergraduate Committee (DUGC) advises the studantseir academic programmes and

makes recommendations to the SUGC in all acaderaiters.

1.3 Office of Dean Academic Affairs

The office of the Dean of Academic Affairs (DOAAgalled the Academic Section, is
responsible for the implementation of the decisitak®&n on academic matters by the Senate
and the SUGC.It (i) receives, processes and maintains all rexordlating to the
undergraduate programmes including curricula, asurffered, academic calendar,

information pertaining to all academic matters) {(Bsues necessary memoranda/orders, (iv)
acts as a channel of communication between theestsid instructors, departments/
interdisciplinary programmes and SUGC. The undadgate (UG) office of the Academic
Section assists the SUGC and its subcommittedgeintasks

Waiver Clause

On the recommendation of SUGC the procedures aaireznents set out in this manual,
other than those in Sections 3 Admissions, 6.3 uatain, 7. Inadequate Academic
Performance, 9. Requirements for Degree and 10rd@sgmay be waived in special
circumstances by the Chairman Senate. All suchpgxees are, however, reported to the
Senate.

ACADEMIC SESSION

The academic session normally begins in the fowdhbk of July every year and ends in the
middle of July in the subsequent year. It is didid&o three parts roughly as follows:

Semester | | From the fourth week of July
to the last week of November or beginning of Decemb

Semester Il | From the last week of December
to the last week of April or beginning of May

Summer Term | From the middle of May to the middle of July

Each of the two semesters consists of about eigh{@8) weeks which includes two
periodical and one end semester examinations awdase week of intra—semester recess.
The summer term is a normal semester run at fasteg which consists of about nine (9)
working weeks, including the seven days taken uptf® periodical and one end-term
examinations.

Academic Calendar

The dates of all important events, such as oriemtatregistration, late registration,
commencement of classes, adding and dropping ofsesu submission of documents,
examinations, submission of grades, conversiongradles, vacation, mid-semester recess,
etc., during the Academic Session are specifiethénAcademic Calendar of the Institute,
approved by the Senate every year (Appendix 1).

ADMISSIONS

Under Graduate (UG) Programmes

Through Joint Entrance Examination - Admissions to all UG Programmase made once
a year in July through Joint Entrance ExaminatitieH) conducted on an All India level by
[ITs. The procedures and requirements for admisgiothese programmes are specified in
the JEE Information Brochure brought out every year
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b) A few admissions are offered under the Cultural Haxge Fellowship Programme of the
Government of India, administered by Indian CoumdilCultural Relations (ICCR), New
Delhi. For these admissions, the candidates aneiregfjto apply through the Indian High
Commission/Embassy in their respective countries.

c) Reservations of Seats and Admission for reservats se

i) Reservation of seats for various categories shallab prescribed by the Board of
Governors. The admission process for the resermais $s as stated below:

i) SC and ST Candidates- Reserved seats are filled on the basis of JEKyng norms
specified for them. In case these reserved sea@imevacant, SC, ST and PwD candidates
(who appeared in JEE and satisfy certain relaxeditons) are offered admission to the
Preparatory Course of one year duration in Physibgmistry, Mathematics and English.
On completion of the preparatory course and pasdiiige examination conducted by the
Institute, the candidates are offered admissidhedirst year of UG programned the IIT
in which they are admitted.

iii) Other Backward Classes (OBC) Candidates (Not belging to creamy layer)
Reserved seats are filled on the basis of JEEfguminorms specified for them.

iv) Persons with Disability (PwD) CandidatesReserved seats are filled on the basis of JEE
qualifying norms specified for them. In case thesgerved seats remain vacant, other
candidates in their respective categories areadfadmission.

3.2 Change of Programme- The students shall normally pursue the respegiragramme
allocated to them at the time of admission. Howgtrer SUGC may permit a limited number
of students to change their programme as per theoagd guidelines and the same will be
reported to the Senate. (Appendix 2).

3.3 Admission of Non-degree Transfer Students

A transfer student is a student who is officialjoesored by an Institute or University or

Organization to complete a part of his/her acadgmégramme at the Indian Institute of

Technology (BHU). She/he is also a non-degreeesiuds the Institute does not give its
degree to such students. The non-degree studentcaray out research, take courses for
credit and may use Institute facilities. An offictaanscript of work done at the Institute

along with grades obtained, if any, would be giterthe non-degree student concerned for
his/her use as she/he may deem appropriate. Hoynswecredits earned at the Institute, by a
non-degree student, cannot be applied for any dggugramme of [IT (BHU).

A person will be admitted as a non-degree transtedent on a duly recommended
application through DUGC and SUGC to the Dean o&demic Affairs. The applications

will be finally approved by the Chairman, Senaten@a-degree student may be admitted for
a maximum period of one year only at any time. $tiength of non-degree students in any
programme should not be more than 5% of the progmarstrength. A non-degree student
will be required to pay all applicable fees depegdupon the status, programme, and

nationality. Students so admitted will be governed by all rulesegulations and discipline
of the Institute.



3.4 Cancellation of Admission

All students admitted provisionally or otherwise @ny programme shall submit copies of
their mark sheets, provisional certificates, ett.thee qualifying examination and other
documents by the last date specified for the pwposhe Academic Calendar. If any student
fails to submit the prescribed documents by thecifipd date or to meet other stipulated
requirement(s) his/her admission shall be cancellbé admission will also be cancelled at
any later time if it is found that the student lsaghplied some false information or suppressed
relevant information while seeking admission

3.5 Fulfilment of Admission Requirements

Admission to any undergraduate programme requnasthe applicant
a) be eligible,
b) go through the laid-down admission procedure, and
) pays the prescribed fees.

All admissions to the undergraduate programmesldhmuformally approved by the SUGC.
4. CURRICULA

Details of the curricula for the undergraduate pmogmes as well as the courses are as
approved by the Senate. It is implemented in tasfrigstitute requirement and Professional
requirement.

These are divided into two distinct but compatitdets callednstitute requirements (Core
Curriculum) and Professional Programme requirements (Professional @riculum) .
Each student is required to go through thstitute requirements, irrespective of his/her
chosen branch of specialization. It consists ofagkpge of prescribed compulsory and
elective courses in Basic Sciences, Basic Engingeftngineering Science, Computing,
Engineering Graphics and Manufacturing, HumanitieSpcial Sciences, Finance,
Management etc. Therofessional Programme requirementfor the chosen programme of
study consists of a set of compulsory coursestiets; and project/research work and may
contain dissertation work.

The curricula for 4 — year B. Tech. / B. Pharm.y&ar Dual degree B. Tech.-M. Tech./ B.
Pharm.- M. Pharm. and 5 — year Integrated M. Téah) (orogrammes for first six semesters
are similar. Dual Degree and Integrated programmnei€iila from seventh semester on ward
contain a few Post Graduate (PG) courses and Dasiser work.

5. REGISTRATION

All students are required to register at the begmmof each semester for the courses to be
pursued by them, as per the programme, on the dpézsfied in the Academic Calendar. A
student must ensure that he/she has completeddhequisites, if any, for each course to be
registeredThe sole responsibility for registration rests with the student concerned.

5.1 Registration Procedure

A list of courses to be offered during the semeistenade available by the DUGC and is put
up on the notice boards/ website.

SUGC will nominate Registration Advisors from amsnthe faculty to provide necessary
information on the Institute requirement course$erei and changes, if any, during
registration in each semester. Similarly, DUGC wdiminate Registration Advisors to advise
students on registration for courses of the departat requirements.
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The registration procedure involves:

a) filling of the registration form, mentioning the courses to be credited in the semester
b) payment of fees and clearance of outstanding dues (mess, library and othersif any), and
c) signing of the registration roll in the office of the Dean, Academic Affairs as notified.

5.2 Registration of a Deficient Student

5.3

The programme of a deficient student (Section Ustnbe framed by DUGC in such a
manner that as many backlog courses as are awadablincluded. Further, backlog courses
must be arranged as far as possible in the sequétioeir accumulation.

A deficient student due to academic performance yadvised not to register for the
progressive coursed any of the following holds:

(i) His/her earned credits up to that particulaadeamic year is less than 60% of the
cumulative required credits.

(i) He/she has a total backlog of seven or morgs®s of the curriculum.

If a need arise candidates registered in a semestée first year of UG programmes will
take less credit by dropping of a few courses givan semester on the recommendations of
DUGC and SUGC after first periodical examinatiorasBd on their performance in the
semester examinations or subsequent examinatibeg, dan be allowed by DUGC and
SUGC to take full load in the subsequent semestédrsse students may make up the credit
deficiency in summer term.

Late Registration

If for any compelling reason like illness, etc. tadent is unable to register on the day of
registration, he/she can register on the late tregiisn day specified in academic calendar on
payment of the late registration fee. Late regdistradue to prolonged summer internship is
not permitted beyond the specified late registratiate. However, if a student seeks prior
permission to register late on valid grounds, Glason, SUGC may allow and exempt
him/her from payment of late registration fee. Melregistration is permitted in summer
term.

5.4 Adding and Dropping of Courses

A student may add or drop course(s) on or befoee date specified in the Academic
Calendar with the permission of the SUGC. For th&dshe must fill the appropriate form,
get the endorsement of the convener of the courdehee Convener, DUGC and submit the
form to the Undergraduate Office for approval.

A student may be permitted to withdraw course($)wio weeks after the first periodical
examination with the following conditions.

i. Withdrawing from course(s) should not result ined registration of less than 50% of
credits of that semester.

ii. The request to drop course(s) must be endorsedebganvener of the course, DUGC
and SUGC.

A student may be required to drop a course at gamesif it is found that he/she does not
meet the pre-requisites of the course, or if thera clash in the student’s time table
preventing him/her from attending the course, dreifshe is found not entitled to register for
that course for any other reason.
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5.5 Academic Load

A student will normally register for around 50-6&dits in a semester as per the respective
programme. Each course carries a weightage in tefragedits depending upon the number
of contact hours (lectures, tutorials, practical aslf study (Appendix- 3).

A student may, however, be permitted by DUGC t@tak overload of extra 25% or under
load of 25% less (one course more or one coursg ¢éshe prescribed load to enrich his/her
knowledge or due to his/her inability to do so. laxacademic over load are normally be
permitted to only those students whose CPI 8.5 Further, a student can register for an
overload of 5-10 research units from th& Semester onwards after approval of research
convener (supervisor) and DUGC.

A student whose accumulated credit is less thamtaduation credit requirement of his/her
programme can register for a maximum of 25% creshtsa in the last semester of his/her
programme after taking permission from DUGC and 8UG

5.6 Summer Term Registrations

A list of courses to be offered in the Summer Tesmormally brought out during the second
semester, normally before March 30 every year. Hewea few courses may be added by
SUGC in the beginning of the summer term dependimdhe requirement of the deficient

students. Students register for these courseseabeginning of the Summer Term on the
recommendation of the APEC and/or DUGC and approf/&UGC. The normal academic

load of summer term is half the regular semester.

5.7 Cancellation of Registration

Absence for a period of four or more weeks duringemester shall result in automatic
cancellation of the registration of a student fralithe courses in that semester.

6. TEACHING AND EVALUATION
6.1 Teaching

a) Medium - The medium of instruction iIENGLISH. However, teaching of courses on
literature, if any, may be in other languages. Wvein needed and possible help may be
provided to groups of students in tutorials or othge in a language, in which they are
comfortable

b) Approval of Courses -Each course along with its type (Level) and weighterms of
credits is approved by SUGC as per the procedardsdbwn by the Senate. Only approved
courses may be offered during any semester/sunmamar-t

c) List of Courses -The list of courses to be offered by a Departmeh@8! is finalized
before the beginning of the semester/ summer ternthé concerned DUGC, taking into
consideration all the requirements and the recondateans of the standing committees of
the Senate.

d) Conduct of Courses -Each course is conducted by theurse convenerwith the
assistance of the required number of teachers and@rs and teaching assistants (TAs). The
course convener and other teacherare responsible for conducting the course, holtlirg
examinations, evaluating the performance of thdesits, awarding grades at the end of the
semester/summer term and transmitting the graddeketaundergraduate office within the
prescribed time limit.
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e) Teaching Assignments -The course convener teachers, tutors and TAs for all the
courses offered by a department/school during émeester/summer term are designated by
the concerned DUGC. If any other department/schechlso required to participate in
teaching a particular course, the respective DU&gIgmates the teachers, tutors and /or TAs.

f) Auditing of courses -A student may audit a course in addition to thesgnieed academic
load requirement with the permission of the cowsevener. Under this arrangement, the
student is simply auditing the course and the gfddey) awarded to him/her in that course
will not be entered in his/her Grade Report.

6.2 Attendance

Attendance of students in lectures, tutorials, fizat and project work is important for
learning process. Participation of students ined#ht class room, curricular, co-curricular
and other activities facilitates interactive praces learning making the attendance a very
important component of Academic Programme. It dw@bp to bring discipline in the
student’s life thus enhances the overall persoeatidpment of the students.

Evaluation

The evaluation of students in a course is a coatisuprocess and is based on their
performance in two periodical examinations, an sathester examination, quizzes/ short
tests, tutorials, assignments, laboratory worlafiy), make-up examinations (if applicable),

etc. The respective weightage of each componentbeildecided by Course Convener in

consultation with other teachers (if any) and Wil declared by the course convener on the
first class of the course as well be uploadedchercourse portal.

a) Schedule of Examinations:

The schedule for the two periodical examinatiolg €nd semester examination and the
make-up examination (if any) in courses requiredfulfil the Institute requirement is
prepared and announced by the Dean of Academidrg&ftzhairperson SUGC, whereas the
schedule for these examinations in Departmentab/@otourses is prepared and notified by
the respective DUGCs. All the examinations sho@deéld during the periods/days specified
in the Academic Calendar.

b) Make-up Examinations:

If a student, forcogent reasons such as illness, etc., fails to appeahenend-semester
examination in one or more course(s), he/she mayenaarequest personally or through
someone to SUGC through DUGC for a make-up exammatithin two days of the date of
the scheduled examination. Such a request mustevewbe made on a prescribed form
(Appendix 4), available in the Undergraduate Offigizing reasons for the failure to appear
in the end-semester examination with a certifiéeden a Medical Officer designated by the
Institute, in case the failure was due to illness.

For failure to appear in periodical examinatiorts,,et is entirely up to the convenor/teacher
to ascertain the proficiency of the student by wheat means he/she considers appropriate
provided the Dean (Academic Affairs) accepts tlasoa as cogent reason.

6.4 Grading System

a) Grades and Grade Points

At the end of the semester/summer term, a studeawarded a letter grade in each of his/her
courses by the concerned course convener takingaotount his/her level of learning based
on performance in the various examinations, quizzessignments/term paper,
laboratory/project work (if any), etc. as per theightage declared in the beginning of the
course. The grading should reflect the level ofrigay by the student, for such a purpose a
relative grading system will be used.

7.1 Warning

For the students in the termination list after theend of their first year, may be given an
option to repeat the entire first year. In such cas, the academic records will be reset. All
such cases shall be reported to the Senate.

7.4 Appeal against Termination

A student, whose programme is terminated on adoouimadequate academic performance
or otherwise, has the right to appeal for recomsaitten. While making the appeal against

termination, he/she is expected to give reasonkifdher poor academic performance and/or
to explain why his/her position merits reconsideratAn appeal committee appointed by the
senate under the chairmanship of Dean (AA) maydosdd to take a final decision after

considering all the available inputs. However, adHer appeal for review will be entertained

unless substantial additional information is braughts notice.

8. LEAVE OF ABSENCE

Application for permission of absence should beresiskd to the Chairperson, SUGC and
submitted to the undergraduate office with propmsuinentary proof, if applicable. Absence
must not usually be availed of without prior appbef the SUGC.

8.1 Mid-semester Recess and Vacation

Undergraduate students are entitled to avail odisémester recess and vacation as specified
in the Academic Calendar.

8.2 Temporary Withdrawal / Semester Leave

A student is not normally allowed to withdraw frahe academic programme temporarily.
He/she is expected to complete his/her studiesowitlany break. However, for bona fidé
reasons and/or in exceptional circumstances, aestudhay be allowed to withdraw

temporarily on leave of absence for an extendemget the discretion of Chairman Senate
on the recommendation of Chairperson SUGC. Suafele&dabsence(s) shall ordinarily not
exceed two semesters with or without break during éntire period of the academic
programme.

A student who remains on authorized leave of alesdae to ill health is required to submit a
certificate from a Registered Medical Practitioteethe effect that he/she is sufficiently cured
and is fit to resume his/her studies. The studelhtoe allowed to register only when SUGC
is fully satisfied of his/her state of health

8.3 Permission to Proceed to other Institutions

In order to help a student to broaden his/her barend gain course/work experience, he/she
may be permitted to proceed to other academicuistns in India or abroad as a non-degree
transfer student. A student who satisfies the mimmeligibility conditions given below may
spend up to two semesters and/or two summer terrasyi academic institution of repute in
India or abroad with prior permission of SUGC.

On the recommendation of
the DUGC, SUGC may approve the proposal and gramigsion, with leave of absence, to
the student to proceed as a non-degree studehe teetected institution. In such a case, the
student will be informed about the requirementsine/must fulfill and to apply for waiver of
academic credit on his/her return.

c) Transfer of Credits and Waiver in-lieu thereof — Permission to proceed to another
institution as a non-degree student does not inipdy the student will automatically get
waiver from the academic and other requirementshisfher ongoing undergraduate
programme at the Institute. However, on returnstne/imay apply for waiver with an official
transcript of the grades obtained by him/her atst#flected institution as a non-degree student
and other documents/material that the concerned ©Waay require for evaluation. The
DUGC will determine, by whatever means it deems thie equivalent courses and/or
requirements for which the student may be given avev in his/her undergraduate
programme at the Institute.

On the recommendation of the DUGC, SUGC may allstudent waiver for a maximum of
60 credits in case of B. Tech./ B. Pharm. programnt &h credits in case of Dual Degree
and Integrated M. Tech. programmes in-lieu of Hs/lsuccessful completion of the
programme elsewhere as a non-degree student.

the Institute on his/her own accord without complptthe programme of study may be
required to refund the amount of scholarship, etceived during the academic session in
which he/ she leaves the Institute.

11.2 Prizes and Medals

To promote and recognize academic excellence, matiste leadership and overall growth
and development of students, the Senate awardsnaearwf prizes and medals, established
by the Institute on its own or through endowmegtshts made by donors, with the approval
of the Board of Governors.

12. CONDUCT AND DISCIPLINE
12.1Code of Conduct

Each student shall conduct himself/herself in a mearbefitting his/her association with an
Institute of national importance. He/she is expegatet to indulge in any activity which is
likely to bring down the prestige of the Institutée/She should also show due respect and
courtesy to the teachers, administrators, offi@ard employees of the Institute, and good
neighborly behaviour to fellow students. Due aitantind courtesy is to be paid to visitors to
the Institute and residents of the Campus. Lackcanirtesy and decorum, unbecoming
conduct (both within and outside the Institute)|lfwi damage and/or removal of Institute
property or belongings of fellow students, distagoothers in their studies, adoption of unfair
means during examinations, breach of rules andlatgns of the Institute, noisy and
unseemly behaviour and similar other undesirabteriies shall constitute violation of the
Code of Conduct for students.

Ragging in any form is strictly prohibited and eneidered a serious cognizable offence.

12.2 Disciplinary Actions and Related Matter

Violation of the Code of Conduct shall invite dganary action which may include

punishment such as reprimand, disciplinary probatime, debarring from examinations,
withdrawal of scholarship and/or placement serviggthholding of grades and/or degrees,
cancellation of registration and even expulsiomfite Institute.

take appropriate action against a student who rasles in his/ her class. All such cases be
also be reported to the appropriate committees.

The Warden-in-Charge of a hostel has the poweegdmand, impose fine or take any other
suitable measure against a resident who violatieerethe Code of Conduct or rules and
regulations pertaining to the hostels. Involvemana student in ragging may lead to his/her
expulsion from the Institute.

The Senate Student Affairs Committee (S-SAC) ingasts alleged misdemeanors,
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complaints, etc. and recommends a suitable coursagction. Violation of the Code of
Conduct by an individual or of a group of studecas be referred to this committee by a
student, teacher or other functionary of the Io&it Further, in very exceptional
circumstances, the Chairman, Senate may appoipeé@as committee to investigate and/or
recommend appropriate action for any act of gradsscipline involving an individual or a
number of students, which, in his/her view, maynisgr the image of the Institute. The
recommendation for any action, including expulsidra student from the Institute, shall be
referred to the Senate for its final decision.

A student who feels aggrieved with the punishmemarded may, however, appeal to the
Chairman, Senate stating clearly the case and iexpdahis/her position, and seeking
reconsideration of the decision.

The Senate may not recommend a student, who isIfquiity of some major offence, to the
Board of Governors for the award of a degree/diplwertificate even if he/she has
satisfactorily completed all the academic requinetsie

13.INTERPRETATION OF ORDINANCE (MANUAL) AND REMOVAL OF DIFFICULTIES

In case of any dispute, difference of opinion iterpretation of these regulations or any other
matter not covered in these ordinances, the dectsicghe Chairperson, Senate shall be final
and binding. Notwithstanding anything containedthis manual, the Senate of the Indian
Institute of Technology (Banaras Hindu Universityjaranasi reserves the right to
modify/amend without notice, the curricula, procextiy requirements, and rules pertaining to
its undergraduate programmes.

Government of India for specific courses are nigjfilde for change of programme.

A. At the end of Semester II:

Application for change of branch/should be madehat end of second semester to the
Chairperson, SUGC.

1. Eligibility criteria
a) The CPI at the end of 2nd semester shoukd &6 for all applicants.
b) Should have passed all first year courses.

2. Strength and other constraints

While making the change of branch of a studentntimaber of students in a class should
not fall below the existing number of students bgrenthan 10% and should not exceed
the sanctioned number of students by more than 10%.

The change of branch will be within their respeetprogrammes only. A student admitted
through Preparatory Course shall not be permitteshge of branch.

3. Procedure

As many programme changes as possible are grantetbdreasing order of CPI to
applicants, subject to eligibility and strength swaints of the programmes.

B. From B. Tech./B. Pharm. to Integrated Dual-degree BTech. - M. Tech. / B. Pharm.-M. Pharm.

The student may submit their application for chaofgprogramme from B. Tech. /B. Pharm.
